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2008 Pull Training Clinics

This fall the IESDA offered two pull train-
ing clinics. One was through the Spokane
Parks & Rec.

Our clinic at Farragut had 14 people turn
out, a tribute to the good advertising that
we did.

We were hard pressed to come
up with harnesses for all the dogs, but we
managed to make it work. Club member
JoAnn Filce came and brought several
scooters as well as several friends. Jill Wil-
son, Jeanne Arnold and Richard Hancock
helped with this clinic.

In each clinic we introduced participants to
the equipment we use to train a dog to pull
in harness.

We had
a % mile loop trail marked at Farragut S.P.

Dogs varied greatly in their instinct to pull,

so we tried to teach each individual what
their dog needed to learn. Some dogs were
not ready for scootering and needed to work
to understand what pulling in harness is all
about. Some dogs were ready to go and took
off down the trail. At our Farragut class, we
had enough people out on the trail at once
so that most dogs could chase.
