 Until recently, the optimal morphome-

try of the racing sled dog was essentially the 

fruit of the musherôs practical experience.  

The first serious morphometrical studies on 

dogs participating in the international level 

competitions were only done in 1989.  With 

systematic measurements on several hundred 

dogs over a period of 8 years, Gilchrist cre-

ated a bank of conformation data regarding 

the efficiency of the dogôs skeleton in relation 

to its racing abilities.  The first element he 

took into account was the dogôs overall bal-

ance.  In the ideal dog, the scapula, pelvis hu-

merus, and femur must be the same length.  

The length, taken in its average value, was 

called the constant © and became the point of 

reference for all the other parameters consid-

ered.  From that point on, information regard-

ing optimal conformation has been provided 

as a percentage of the reference constant ©: 

 

¶ the height of the shoulders must approach 

200 % of c; 

¶ The distance between the elbow and the 

ground must be approximately 160 per-

cent; 

¶ The distance from the tarsus to the ground 

must be approximately 90 % of c; 

 

 Gilchrist also considered the following 

elements to be important: 

 

¶ the length of the dog must be greater than 

its height at the withers by approximately 

10 % 

¶ The angle of the scapula must vary be-

tween 32 and 34 degrees and the angle of 

the pelvis must be as close as possible to 

30 degrees 

 

 The results allow us to correlate cer-

tain morphometric data with the overall bio-

mechanical potential of a dog, particularly in 

terms of smaller energy loss during effort, al-

lowing the line of the dogôs back to remain 

practically horizontal during movement.   

 More recently, Fuhrer demonstrated 

that a complete morphodynamic study of a 

dog can be done using cinematographically 

information during exertion on a treadmill 

though no new information was provided in 

addition to those mentioned previously. 

 Finally, in 1994, Rooks presented the 

results of is statistical studies carried out in 

collaboration with the ISDVMA on dog teams 

participating in the Iditarod.  The efficiency of 

the skeleton is of primary importance in the 

way that the dog supports the biomechanical 

stress caused by high racing speeds main-

tained over long distances. 

 The dogs with the best conformation 

run longer and are subjected to fewer trau-

matic disorders.  In this study, the reference 

constant was still the average value of the four 

bone segments (the scapula, pelvis, humerus, 

and femur) which sought after in as equal a 

length as possible.  Marked differences in the 

length of these bones causes biomechanical 

stress on the joints and orthopedic problems. 

 Balance is obtained by comparing the 

measurements of the tibia/fibula pair and the 

radius/ulna pair.  If the length of these bone 

segments is uneven, the dog will run in a way 

that resembles of a cow, which ultimately re-

sults in pain and muscle inflammation.  The

to the ground will be longer than the value of 

the constant. 

 These statistics also lead to the fact 

that the dogs in the most competitive teams 

are taller and longer than other competitors 

on average.  The flexion and range of move-

ment of the joints are also fundamental 

points in a good conformation in sled dogs.  

A large range of articular movement gener-

ates less work and therefore less muscle fa-

tigue over the distance.  In contrast, limbs 

that are too stiff will soon lead to problems 

with tendons and joints. 

 Granted, there remains lots of re-

search to be done on the field of Sporting 

dog biomechanics in general, but it is reas-

suring to see that an interest in the dynamic 

behavior of different morphologies exits, 

which should lead  to more robust dogs in 

the future where orthopedic disorders are 

concerned.
